NOTE Don’t forget to set your mileage counter in Farmington at the exit for MO Highway 221!
Also, don’t forget to print the map we’ve got on our website at http://blackriv.website2go.com/files/MaptoHummingbirdHideawayatPeolaValley.pdf 
· From I-55 South, take 67 South to Farmington

· Get off 67 at 221 toward Doe Run. This is pretty much the last Farmington exit. Set your mileage counter to 0.00 at this point. All directions are measured from this point.
· 3.4 miles to Doe Run

· At 7.2 miles, you’ll see signs for the following. Turn left here.

· Fort Davidson

· Junction NN

· Pilot Knob

· MO Highway 221

· At 12.0 miles, you will see Lake Hanna on your right. Keep going.

· At 16.0 miles, you will come to a 4-way Stop sign in Pilot Knob. Turn left here. 

· At 16.3 miles, you will come to Junction 21. Turn left toward Ironton.

· At 18.4 miles, you will see a junction with MO Highway 72. There is a gas station here which has a good selection of sodas and water. This is also a good place to get gas. It seems to be the cheapest in the area. Continue straight on Highway 21 South.

· At about 28 miles, you will see two very large smoke stacks in the distance. You are on the right track!
· At 28.2 miles, you will see signs for the following. Turn right. You will be following 72 West, 21 South and 49 North. 

· Black River Lodge

· Junction 49

· Lesterville

· At 33.4 miles, you will be entering Reynolds County. You’re almost there!

· At 36.6 miles, you will see a sign for 

· Junction Missouri Highway U

· Lower Taum Sauk Lake

· At 36.8 miles, you will see a sign for “Lesterville Public Fishing Access” on the right. You will also see two signs on the left. One is a very small black and white sign that says “Peola Road.” There is also a county road that is green and yellow. It says “342.” On the corner is a convenience store called “Lenny’s.” Turn Left.

· At 37.3 miles, follow County Road 342 and Peola Road as it turns hard to the right. You will see an out-building with “Ebert’s Garage” written on it. You are on the right track!

· At 37..8 miles, you come to a 3-way stop. Turn right. 

· At 38.0 miles, you pass Black River Lodge on your right. 

· At 38.2 miles, County Road 342 and Peola Road turn hard to the left. At this point you will see signs for Wilderness Lodge, Riversedge and Camp Taum Sauk. The road turns to gravel at this point. Turn Left.

·  At 39.3 miles, County Road 342 and Peola Road bend to the right. Follow to the right. 
· At 39.6 miles, you will see two mailboxes on the right; one of the mailboxes has the numbers “2928” on top. This is our mailbox. You will also see a large, circular metal sign on the left that says “Peola Valley.” This is our driveway. Turn left.

· Our driveway enters the woods. Keep coming!
· At 39.8 miles, you come to our low water bridge. This means it’s a bridge when the water is low! Usually it is only a few inches deep. Continue across the bridge. 

· At 39.9 miles, you will see a large metal roof storage building. This is our neighbor’s building. Bear right. 

· Continue straight from there to our property. 
· Hummingbird hideaway is straight ahead of you, the cottage with the blue door. Parking is in front of the cottage by the wooden fence posts. When you get here, everything you need should be inside the cottage on the Kitchen table. 
· Lilac’s Edge is to the right, has the large window on front. Parking for Lilac’s Edge is under the carport that is attached to the building. Everything you will need will be inside on the kitchen table. f
